Kratsia verzia:

Driftovanie mestom je zalozené na ndhodnom pohybe svetovymi metropolami a je
rovnako telesné ako dusevné. V suvislosti s mocenskymi vztahmi, spoloc¢enskymi
ndladami  a ekonomickymi sietami vpecatenymi do mestského prostredia sa
konceptudlna struktdra a trasa pohybu vyndraju v okamihu premyslania nad danym
miestom a jeho spolo¢nostou. Scény sa objavuju ndhodne, séria snimok sa postupne
rozvija pozorovanim, pred divakmi sa otvdraju nové smery ciest. Vystavené snimky
pochddzaju zo série fotografickych knih a zachytdvaju mestd Bratislavu, Prahu,
Kanton, Tokio, Osaku, Soul, Havanu, Berlin a Mexiko.

Fotografickd séria

Driftovanie mestom Petra Srameka vznikla z umelcovho ocarenia spésobmi, akymi
mestské prostredia odzrkadluju kulturne a historické udalosti okolia. Dnes, ked
v mestdch Zije stdle vadsia a vadsia ¢ast ludstva, stelesfiuje prirodzeny prud suc¢asného
Zivota v mestskych priestoroch rézne aspekty nasej réznorodej spolo¢nosti. Dejiny
mocenskych vztahov, spolocenskych ndlad a ekonomickych sieti su vpecatené do
terénu mestskych centier a okrajovych Stvrti, no aj v dneSnych mega-metropoldch je
mozné ndjst dokazy nezlomnosti fudského druhu. Clovek citi nddej, ked prechddzajic
sa mestami pozoruje drobné detaily Zivota a jedinecné ludské okamihy.

Scény sa objavuju ndhodne, séria snimok sa postupne rozvija pozorovanim, pred
divékmi sa otvdraju nové smery ciest. Kazdé mesto s vlastnou kultirou, dejinami
a aktivnym Zzivotom charakterizuje jeho Specifickd atmosféra, z ktorej sa vistych
okamihoch vyndra jeho konceptudlina struktura. Séria fotografickych knih zaplnenych
mnozstvom snimok prisne dodrZiava topografickd a ¢asovi ndslednost. Zachovdva
tak pocit ukotvenia a snazi sa v divdkovi uviest do pohybu prdd myslienok rovnako,
ako dovolil autor prostrednictvom kré¢ania obrazovym sekvenciam a ich vyznamom
nadobudnut formu.

Short Statement:

Urban Drift is based on a casual movement through global cities that is both physical
and mental. With histories of power relations, social attitudes and economic networks
imprinted on the urban environment, a conceptual structure and route emerge in
the moment while thinking about each city and its society. Scenes are discovered
by chance, with the series evolving through observation as the walks unfold. The
composite images in the exhibition are drawn from a series of books. Included are
the cities of Bratislava, Praha, Guangzhou, Tokyo, Osaka, Seoul, Havana, Berlin, and
Mexico City.

Long Statement:

Peter Sramek’s Urban Drift series grew out of the artist’s fascination with the ways in
which urban environments reflect cultural and historical realities. As more and more
of humanity lives within cities, the organic flow of contemporary life in urban spaces
visually embodies aspects of our varied societies. Histories of power relations, social
attitudes and economic networks are all imprinted onto the landscape of city centres
and neighbourhoods, yet even within today’s megacities, one finds a persistence of
the human scale. One feels hopeful in observing small details and moments while
walking through them.

Urban Drift is based on casual movement. There is never a pre-determined message
to be illustrated. The direction of the drift is both physical and mental, evolving
through observation. Scenes are discovered by chance, with the series evolving as
the walks unfold. Each city, with its culture, history and active life, carries its own
ambience and a conceptual structure and route emerge in the moment. The series of
books, with their many images, adhere strictly to topographic and temporal sequence
in order to maintain a sense of being located, hoping to trigger a flow of thoughts in
the viewer, just as the artist allowed image sequences and meanings to take form
through walking.

The dérive (French: [de. ¥iv], ,drift”) is a revolutionary strategy originally put forward
in the ,Theory of the Dérive” (1956) by Guy Debord. Debord defines the dérive as
.0 mode of experimental behaviour linked to the conditions of urban society:

It is an unplanned journey
through a landscape, usually urban, in which participants drop their everyday relations
and ,let themselves be drawn by the attractions of the terrain and the encounters
they find there”.
